Spring Break Destinations
Scenario
You Uncle Iccabod has just won the state lottery.  He is a very generous man and has given you $4,000 dollars to take a spring break trip.  Using a travel website like www.expedia.com, look up some possible vacation ideas.  The airports that are closest to us are Tulsa, OK, Springfield, MO, and Kansas City, MO.  Make sure to include airfare and hotel accommodations.  You want to be sure to get the best deal so research at least 4 different vacation possibilities.  Put these items into an Excel worksheet that includes these as Headers 1) name of the destination, 2) air fare, 3) hotel price,4) total price, and tax (10%). 
Specifics

· Write a formula showing how much money you have left over for souvenirs (You will need to make a new column titled Souvenirs)
· Calculate what the average price of the three vacations is

· Write a formula showing how much the most expensive trip would be (Max formula)
· Write a formula showing how much the least expensive trip would be (Min Formula)
· Use Conditional Formatting to highlight cells that are less than $500 in green, between $500 and $1000 red, and more than $1000 yellow

· Create a bar chart showing the amount of money you would spend on each vacation
· Create the chart on a new sheet

· Format the chart so that it looks nice
· Shade the cells showing the vacation you are going to choose

· Create a pie chart showing the breakdown of how your money will be spent on this trip (hotel/air, tax, souveniers).
· Once you have completed your comparisons
· Spell check
